Vim
· 3 modes

· Command/Normal

· Use this for entering commands and being sweet

· Insert/Edit

· This one is for the basic tasks of text editing, like typing new words

· Visual/Blocking

· This does crazy stuff, learn the rest of this first

Basic Commands:

· vim filename opens filename in vim

· vim opens new file with no name

· :w saves

· :w filename saves as filename

· :q quits

· :q! quits like you mean it

· ! adds emphasis to everything

Insert

· Enter with i or a
· i gives you insert mode, your cursor stays where it  is

· a gives you append mode, your cursor moves over a space

· What you type goes where your cursor is, but does not overwrite the character there

· It will show --INSERT-- on the bottom
· Basically everything you type goes in
· Type like you’re in notepad

· You can always get out by hitting escape

· Esc

· Esc always brings you back to command/normal mode

· It’s like a panic button, you can always hit Esc then type :q! to leave

· No word wrap, so hit enter at the end of the line

Command
· y =copy

· p = paste

· c = change

· d = delete

· w = next word

· b = last word

· e = end of word

· f = find on line

· ^ = beginning of text

· 0 = beginning of line

· $ = end of line

· u = undo

· o = new line below cursor

· . = redo

· /<text here> searches for text, and highlights it, then n cycles through found words

· Use numbers to do something that number of times

· h ˂, j ˄, k ˅, l ˃
· double of letter does that to whole line (dd, yy, cc)
· Combine like you’re harvesting grain (3k = up 3 lines, d$ = delete from cursor to end of line, y3w = copy 3 words, etc.)
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
