1. Research paper in LaTeX/PDF, 2nd quarter version. Use “pdflatex filename” to compile to pdf.

1. Title page

2. Abstract  1 paragraph (150-250 words) summary of the key points of your project (rationale, study questions, brief overview of design and methods, results, conclusions)

3. Introduction and Background – Provide a detailed description of the rationale for your project. Explain how it addresses questions and needs in your research field, and describe what other studies have accomplished. Include a reference(s) to a literature review(s).  State a research question(s)/hypotheses

4. Development sections – the actual work and research you are doing.  How are you testing and making assessments for your research?

In addition to text, describe your process, data, testing, and results visually - use graphs/charts, tables, screenshots, planning diagrams.

5. Discussion - Is your project working as you expected? If not, why not? 

What kind of data/findings are you getting? Why do they matter and how can they be used?   Tie this together with the rationale you presented in the introduction

6. Results - What happened when you applied your tests to your research and experiments?  What a next step for research in this area? 

7. Bibliography (eventually 10 or more - 2nd quarter: 5 or more) 

8. Appendices:  Use appendices to present important details in a format that doesn’t interrupt the flow of your paper (e.g., extensive code or algorithm explanations)
