TJHSST Website Backend Redesign

Abstract

The purpose of this project is a
redesign of the TUHSST website
backend. Through the use of PHP and
MySQL databases, this project will
result in a redesigned administrative
interface for the TJHSST website. The
current state of the TUHSST website is
in a state of disrepair, and web pages
have to be edited manually. To resolve
this, and help with the general overhaul
of the current site, this project will form
the foundation of the future web site.

Background
The current state of the TJIHSST
website is decrepit. It was written a
long time ago in a language that does
not exist anymore. After a collapse of
the system the previous year, a
"hackish" job was done to bring the
site back online. However, at a sharp
cost--the whole of the core site is not
dynamic. This means that the
administration has to manually edit
the page. Late last year, a team was
formed to redo the current site, and
this project is a large part of that
effort. This project's goal is to provide
a new management interface for the
administration to manage news posts,
and the various dynamic content that
the TJHSST site provides. Written
using PHP, XHTML, and CSS, using
Apache 2 and MySQL 5 for the web
and database server, this new site is
using the latest web-development
technology to create a lasting site.
Hopefully, through carefull
documentation and good coding
practices, the nightmare of the current
site can hopefully be avoided in the
future.
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Analysis and Testing
As of right now, there is only one user of this
backend. He is the main user of the curent
TJHSST backend, and can therfore provide
useful suggestions as to what features need to
be implemented. Basic testing has been done
with all the features, such as testing
authentication when a user is not authenticated.
Meanwhile during these tests, the database was
monitored for changes, to see whether a
function actually made a change. The results so
far have shown the software used to be reliable
and speedy. Since the site is under a significant
amount of work every day, it is hard to say the
true reliablity of the software itself.
